1. Manor Road is full of pot-holes
2. Hedges, dykes and grass verges along the Outgang need attention.  The hedges are the responsibility of Houghton Hall and the dykes and grass verges fall under ERYC.
3. The verges in South Cliffe are still not being cut along with those in North Cliffe.
4. The finger sign on Sands Lane has still not been repaired
5. The hedge outside Red House is obstructing the 40mph sign.

b) Highways
