The road between North and South Cliffe is only a C road and there is often not room for large vehicles to pass each other without going onto the verges.  Cllr. West responded that this is a county problem and ERYC has funds for verge restoration, however, the problem arises from the width of the roads which is obviously another issue entirely.

	1. Defibrillator project – this is still ongoing.  Northern Power Grid will not grant permission to place another pole on the Green due to the potential high costs involved should something go wrong, which the parish council would be responsible for.  The ERYC officer involved is still looking into alternative solutions and Cllr. West offered to follow this through.  The idea that the defibrillator could be mounted on someone’s house wall was raised, however, public opinion would need to be obtained.
