	Defibrillator update
The Clerk and Cllr. Cary met with ERYC on site to discuss potential locations for the defibrillator.  It is hoped that this can utilise power from one of the street lights.  Two columns were identified as being possibilities, however, since the meeting this has been amended to one.  The proposed column is in an area where residents place wheelie bins and on occasion vehicles. 
The Clerk was tasked with asking ERYC if the location could be moved back slightly.  Failing this the defibrillator will need to be mounted on the Village Hall wall.  As this is owned by the Church this brings the additional problems of obtaining the required permission and faculties from York Diocese.  The former option is the preferred one as it is closer and does not involve crossing the road.  The Clerk will write to residents to gauge their opinion.
In view of the impending deadline for the grant Cllr. West suggested that that the Clerk should have the authority to make the decision as to which option to choose rather than calling an additional meeting.  This was agreed.
